Joseph Nation Endicott                                                                                                   The War of 1812 Veteran 

Joseph Nation Endicott was born on 18 February 1795 in North Carolina and died on 14 June 1874 in Ewing Township, Franklin County, IL. He married 1st Elizabeth Varner about 1815 in Kentucky. She was born about 1798 in Kentucky, the daughter of _______Thompson and _______ _______.  Elizabeth died between 1860 -1865. Joseph’s 2nd marriage was to Rebecca Thompson Hart on 1 December 1870 in Marion, Williamson County, Illinois. She was born in Logan County, Kentucky and died prior to 11 June 1889. Her 1st marriage was to Bartlett Hart in Robertson County, Tennessee about 1835. He died in 1864 at Smithland, Kentucky.  
Joseph Nation Endicott served in the War of 1812 during the Battle of the Thames. He had enlisted in Harrison County, Kentucky from August, 1813 to November, 1813 in the Third Regiment, Kentucky Mounted Rifles under the command of Col. Richard M. Johnson. This Joseph, along with five other Endicotts, were honored in June, 2008 with the dedication of the Endicotts War of 1812 Memorial at the Poseyville Cemetery in Poseyville, Indiana. 
Joseph had migrated from Kentucky to Posey County, Indiana before 1835 as evidenced by his purchase of land in Posey County. He is found in the 1850 and 1860 US census in Posey County, Indiana. He migrated, then from Posey County to Franklin County, Illinois between 1860-1865. He is found in the Special Illinois State census in 1865 and in the 1870 US census for Illinois.
Joseph Nation Endicott had two bounty land warrants (7477-40-50 and 52972-120-55). His military and widows files (SO15988, SC10339, WO34922 and WC20773) provide a wealth of genealogical information.  His probate is located in the Franklin County, Illinois Probate Index, Volume 1, Box 8. 
Did you know that?  --- historical facts

The disposition, in the military pension application files of Moses Endicott, of Welmot Nation Endicott, 2nd wife of Moses Endicott (1759-1834), the American Revolution Patriot, names three of her sons who served in the War of 1812 --- John B. Endicott (b. 1797); Joseph Nation Endicott (b.1795) and William Harrison Endicott (b. 1792) 
  
2. That three of the Endicotts who served in the War of 1812, served under Colonel Richard Johnson’s Regiment of Kentucky Mounted Militia --- Joseph Endicott (b. 1784); Joseph Nation Endicott 

(b. 1795) and John A. Endicott (b. 1789)

Selected Endicott historical site and Objects 

Governor John Endecott’s Home – Pemberton Square – Boston, MA
In 1655, John Endecott removed from Salem to Boston upon instructions from the MBC Council. 
 
His residence is recognized by the placement of a plague in Pemberton Square. Pemberton Square is located at the Suffox County Courthouse Complex. Immediately west of the plaque showing the residence of John Endecott is another plague showing the residence of Reverend Cotton Mather. Interesting and just a few short blocks from this location and just beyond the Old State House and the site of the Boston Massacre is another historic marker showing the site of John Winthrop’s residence.
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The inscription reads:

“On this site resided John Endecott from 1655-1665 and here Elihu Yale, founder of Yale College was born 5 April 1648. This tablet placed by the City of Boston, 1930.”     
It is located 17-19 Tremont Row (Pemberton Square). Pemberton Square was once Cotton Hill which had its summit removed about the same time as Beacon Hill. It was the third hill of “Tri-Mountain” or “Tremont” of early Boston.

Governor Endecott’s Sundial
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Now in the possession of the Essex Institute, the Endicott Sun Dial is made of brass and octagonal in form. It is of London, Clockmaker, facet, I. 1630. “E”. On one side of the gnomon is “Latitude 42” and on the other “Salem”. Nighttime had no measure except the hourglass. 
 
A sample of Dr. zerrubbel Endicott’s medicinal recipes
In 1677, Doctor Endecott wrote a set of remedies that he called “Synopsis Medicinae or a Compendium of Galenical and Chemical Physick showing the Art of Healing according to the Precepts of  Galen @ Paracelsus Fitted Universally to the Whole art of Healing.” They are interesting for the language, the spelling, and the ingredients, many of which might be hard to come by today. A special thanks to Endicott Cousin Betty Ralph for passing them along.

B. Partnership with Endicott College – Beverly, Massachusetts

A proposal by the EFA, Inc. to the Endicott College (named after Governor John Endicott) to develop the Governor John Endecott Memorial Scholarship has been approved by the Endicott College. This scholarship will be awarded to a senior in the Department of History and working on their internship project on (1) John Endicott or (2) Colonial history with John Endecott as a subject or (3) a defined project working in cooperation with both the faculty advisor and the EFA, Inc. Both the EFA, Inc. and the Endicott College have agreed to provide $500 annually for a total scholarship award of $1,000.00 per year. This agreement will continue from 2009 through 2013 ($5,000) and may be extended upon approval by both the EFA, Inc. and the Endicott College.
This scholarship is significant for all parties – the student in obtaining financial assistance; the Endicott College in additional financial aid through the college and the EFA, Inc. in obtaining the research expertise in New England to conduct  research of our interest.

H. Endicott Pear Tree Project Update – Plant a Part of Your Endicott Heritage
With the cooperation of Oregon State University and its Historic Tree Nursery Repository, cuttings (scion wood – genetic clones) of the famous and historic Endicott Pear Tree in Danvers, Massachusetts were provided and grafted onto woodstock. These cuttings were obtained (during the dormant stage) in January-February, 2007. They were in the growth stage for the remainder of 2007 and 2008. The first group (Phase I) were shipped in the spring, 2009. The next group (Phase II) will be ready for shipment in the spring, 2010. This project is being undertaken by Endicott Cousin Cheryl Taylor of Beaverton, Oregon who is a professional walnut tree grower. Shipment will be made in the spring, 2010 direct from Cheryl with all confirmed and paid pre-orders. Included in the shipments will be instructions for planting and a copy of the research article – The Endicott Pear Tree. Each recipient is responsible for determining the planting and growing conditions in their respective geographical areas. The Endicott Pear Tree is a semi-dwarf variety and it is expected that at full growth will be approximately 15’ at maturity. All shipments will be prepaid. Any special instructions for shipment may be made by contacting Cheryl Taylor direct. 
Governor john  Endecott’s burial: mystery resolved – update
Since research was completed and published on the definitive proof of Governor John Endecott’s burial, efforts have been undertaken to contact local, state and national governmental leaders in the Boston, MA area. Contact has been made with the Office of Boston Mayor Dan Marino; Office of the Massachusetts Governor Deval Patrick and with US Senator Edward Kennedy’s office in Boston. Some have expressed support and an interest in helping determine the best course of action for the appropriate marking of Governor John Endecott’s tomb at the ancient Granary Burial Grounds. While there are indeed some obstacles, efforts to insure the appropriate marking of the historically correct burial location of the Massachusetts Bay first Governor is well worth the undertaking. 
The continued placement of the marker at the King’s Chapel by the City of Boston is historically inaccurate. For generations, many have believed that to be the true burial site of Governor John Endecott.
Furthermore, while an interpretative marker at the Granary Burial Ground shows Governor Endecott in Tomb# 189, there is no connection between this interpretative sign# 5 and tomb # 189. Tomb # 189 remains unmarked even as #189.
A fact sheet was prepared regarding the historical accuracy of John Endecott’s burial and forwarded to the New England Historic Genealogical Society, at their request. The purpose of this fact sheet was to ask for the assistance of the NEHGS. As of this date, we have been unable to obtain this requested assistance. Other primary contacts are being pursued in Boston in hopes of being able to move forward with this historically important recognition and to make a historic wrong….right!!!!! Further reports and any progress will be reported as they might develop.

Visits and pilgrimages to our ancestral homeland 

in Chagford, Devon, England

Lloyd and Earlene Endicott of Kansas made a trip to Europe in May, 2000. They wrote up an interesting account of their trip including their visit to Kingsteignton, Ashburton, and Drewston/Chagford. Excerpts of their trip will continued to be shown here in this issue of  Our Endicott Heritage Trail. (Continued from January, 2009 Vol. 5 No. 1)
May 9th, Tuesday, Ashburton (continued)
Earlene bought a Merrythought work horse that is very old and made out of mohair. We got it for L10 (down from L17) and Heidi a pillow case for L 6 from an antique shop called “Smug Shoppe”. We bought Kim a teapot from a shop next door for L.8.50. Earlene bought Mary Bryant a key chain, had the Devon seal, and we bought several post cards to send to family and friends. When we were almost to our place we saw some sheep being sheared, parked and walked back to the video the shearing, a real experience for both of us and the sheep.
May 10th, Wednesday, Dreswton/Chagford
We got up early and after breakfast, were on the road at 8:30. We drove up A382 to Drewston which is approximately two miles east of Chagford to see if we could find the house that Gov. Endecott was born in. The two lane (one each way) road was very narrow and in many spots narrowed to only one lane. A382 however was lovely compared to the road into Drewston and on into Chagford which was only one lane with occasional pullover areas that would allow vehicles traveling in opposite directions to pass. A short distance up the one land road we came to 3 homesteads: Greater Drewston, Middle Drewston and Higher Drewston. A man was standing outside the tractor barn by Middle Drewston and I asked him if one of the homes was where John Endecott was born. He said very affirmatively, “Yes, this is the house”. I asked if we might look around and take a few pictures. He said, “sure you can but come on inside for a cup of coffee”. He introduced himself as Martin Perryman and his wife Christine. They showed us around the lovely, well taken care of home and then Christine fixed us coffee and toast with homemade black current jelly, whipped honey (beehive were on the farm and tended by a neighbor). We visited for quite sometime about how Martin had inherited the farm from his grandfather when he retired and moved to Australia. I took videos of all the indoor rooms, out in the backyard, a small garden area, barns, and then went out front to video the front lawn and pink clematis vineing across the entry way and slightly onto the thatched roof. The main house was two stories with a spiral staircase leading up to the bedrooms. The area where the present kitchen is was earlier used as a barn for animals, kind of a feeding area. They had converted it into a nice kitchen and office where they keep the books for the farm. Christine takes care of the sheep, around 1000, which varies down 600 and they lamb about 400 each year and sell of 400. She was giving shots to four sheep that morning.
To our amazement and delight, Martin and Christine stopped their work and spent until after 3pm showing us up to Cranbrook Castle which is at the tip of a mountain with a moot surrounding mounds of rock and dirt to protect against invading armies. From the top of the mountain you could see 20 miles each direction and see the streams in the valley below. The Cranbrook Castle is owned by the National Trust and is covered by grass and yellow flowered shrub called gorse.
Tin mining in the late 1500s and early 1600s made the Endecott’s wealthy and they owned thousands of acres and several of the townships including Drewston, Drewsteignston, Middlecott, about one fourth of Chagford and Cranbrook Castle. Martin and Christine took us down to Angler’s Rest in the valley at the foot of Cranbrook Castle for lunch. The road down was washed out in many places, every steep and very narrow. Earlene and Christine rode in the back bed of their Toyota pickup. I bought a map and a few postcards and we headed back to their home. We had coffee and martin gave me a copy of the book “Hands Across the Sea, The Devonshire Ancestry and Early Homes of the Family of John Endecott, Governor of Massachusetts Bay, 1629”. The book was written by Sir Roper Lethbridge, K. C. I. E., Ex-President of Devonshire Association. Martin had gotten a copy from a friend who found the book in Washington, DC. I took Martin’s copy to Chagford to make a copy for myself. 

Martin lived in Minnesota for a few years, attended 1 years college on a student exchange program. He also lived in Canada for a while before returning to take over the farm from his grandfather. Martin and Christine go to Australia every other year and his grandfather comes home the other year to see the farmstead.  

May 10, Wednesday, Drewston/Chagford (continued) 

While in Chagford, we videotaped the “Endicott House” which is a town meeting hall donated by Gov. John’s grandfather. I found about 10 grave markers with Endacotts, as follows:

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SYNOPSIS

Reasoning behind our current theory linking Robert Varner <span class="surname">Endicott</span> to Governor <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>'s line, via Joseph N. <span class= "surname">Endicott</span> and Rachel E. <span class= "surname">Keese</span>.

INTRODUCTION

Our search for Robert Varner <span class="surname">Endicott</span> began with a name and birthplace listed on his son's birth certificate. Multiple marriages among some of the primary subjects, a tendency to not stay in one place for long, and the ever-frustrating missing 1890 census have made solid evidence difficult to come by; however, we believe that the evidence we have accumulated is significant enough to be worth detailing for the consideration of other researchers.

EXPOSITION

Robert Varner <span class="surname">Endicott</span> was born 24 December, 1891, in Gum Springs
, Arkansas.20,21 At the time of the birth of his son, Charles Lee, Robert was 19 years old and living in Joplin, Jasper Co., Missouri; his wife, Lucy, was 18 and living in Bonne Terre, St. Francois Co., Missouri.1 By this time, the young couple had already had another son, Edward Robert, born the previous year. 

Robert V. <span class="surname">Endicott</span> and Lucy <span class="surname">Haggard</span>, both of Bonne Terre, St. Francois Co., Missouri, were married on 5 August, 1909, in Potosi, Washington Co., Missouri, by W.A. Cooper, Justice of the Peace.2 The record of this marriage shows that Robert was over 21 and Lucy was over 18, but evidence from other sources,3 suggests that they were closer to 17 at the time, and that the JP was either deceived or negligent. It also appears that theirs was a double wedding. On the same date and on the same page of the Washington Co. wedding book is an entry recording the marriage of Susie <span class="surname">Haggard</span>, of Bonne Terre, to Henry <span class="surname">Hodge</span>, of Irondale, Washington Co. Susie is listed as over 18, but since she was 4 years younger than her half sister, Lucy,3 this is also in error. Henry is listed as over 21, but we don't know enough about him to say whether this was true, or not.2
MOTHER AND SONS ABANDONED

Family lore has it that he abandoned Lucy while their two sons were very young, and we have certainly found no sign of him in subsequent censuses.  However, he is known to have worked the lead and zinc mines of Ottawa Co., Oklahoma, along with his brother, Edward.  He appears to have maintained some contact with his sons, Charles and Edward, as there are signs of their having lived with him in Oklahoma at least part of the time.  Robert remarried, on 5 October, 1915, to Georgia A. Kenney,22 but this marriage didn't last long, as his new bride died 8 November, 1916, of blood poisoning.23  He married a third time, per his obituary, which states that he was survived by his wife, Sybil.  Robert died 28 February, 1929, in Commerce, Ottawa Co., Oklahoma, and is buried in Webb City cemetery, Webb City, Jasper Co., Missouri.20,23
Robert's first wife Lucy is a bit of a puzzle. We find women named Lucy, of comparable age, with sons named Charles L. and Robert E. (or Edward R.) <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>, in both the 1920 and 1930 census enumerations, but neither woman's surname is <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>. In the 1920 census,4 Lucy shows up as the wife of Charles W. <span class="surname">Scott</span>. In the 1930 enumeration,5 she's Lucy <span class= "surname">Schultz</span>, single parent head of household. Lucy and the two boys are among 5 families living at 4150 McPherson St, which suggests that the address was an apartment building. Oddly, she is shown to be married, despite there being no husband in evidence. Of particular interest is the field that lists her age at first marriage as 17, which is how old Lucy <span class= "surname">Haggard</span> was when she married Robert V. <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>.

If the people in these enumerations are Lucy (<span class="surname">Haggard</span>) <span class="surname">Endicott</span> and her two sons, as we believe, and if she really did remarry, first to a <span class="surname">Scott</span> and then to a <span class= "surname">Schultz</span>, then why is the name on her death certificate6 Lucy <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>? It's a mystery, and since our attempts to find Robert V. <span class="surname">Endicott</span> going forward in time have hit a brick wall, we go back.

THE ARKANSAS CONNECTION

As we started looking for Robert V. <span class= "surname">Endicott</span> and his parents, the only clues we had to go on were his approximate birth year and that he was born in Arkansas.1 Web searches turned up Joseph N. <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>, 22, and Rachel E. <span class= "surname">Keese</span>, 21, who were married 23 September, 1883, in Demun Twp., Randolph Co., Arkansas.7
This was encouraging, but because Robert V. <span class="surname">Endicott</span> was born around 1891, the 1900 census was the first in which we might expect to link Joseph, Rachel, and Robert as a family. We searched the 1900 census in Randolph and its neighboring counties but came up empty-handed. The only other clue that the couple might have been in Randolph Co. during this time is the presence of a Joseph <span class="surname">Endicott</span> on the 1890 tax rolls for Davidson Twp., Randolph Co., Arkansas,8 but this doesn't help much; there's no way of knowing whether this is the same Joseph <span class="surname">Endicott</span>, or not.

SERENDIPITY AND THE 'SHOW ME' STATE

It seemed we were stuck again, with nothing to show for our efforts but a marriage that could mean something but couldn't really be linked to any other information we had. What we'd found did give us some new directions to pursue, though, so we searched the web for places where other researchers might have posted information about the people we were looking for. In this case, we ended up contacting a <span class="surname">Keese</span> researcher who told us about a Louis E. <span class="surname">Endicott</span> she had found in the 1900 census for Butler Co., Missouri,16 living in the household of his grandmother Sarah Jane <span class= "surname">Keese</span> (neé Cooley). She also pointed us to the 1880 census for St. Clair Co., Illinois,9 where Rachel <span class="surname">Keese</span> is enumerated in the household of W.V. and Sarah <span class="surname">Keese</span>. Louis had been born July 1885, a few years after the 1883 marriage of Joseph N. <span class= "surname">Endicott</span> and Rachel E. <span class= "surname">Keese</span>, and we began to wonder if he might be their son. One problem is that the 1900 census shows that Louis was born in Missouri, not Arkansas; another is that Rachel is born about 1864 in the 1880 census, instead of 1862, as is the Rachel E. <span class= "surname">Keese</span> in the Arkansas marriage record. Still, we were intrigued by the possibilities.

Meanwhile, we continued to scour the 1900 and 1910 censuses for signs of Robert V. <span class="surname">Endicott</span> and his parents. First, we found a Robert <span class= "surname">Endicott</span> and his sister, Sadie (or Sarie) J. <span class="surname">Endicott</span> living in the household of their stepfather, John <span class="surname">Thomure</span>, and his wife, Rachel.10 In this enumeration, Robert's age and birthplace are consistent with Robert V. <span class="surname">Endicott</span>'s. Rachel's age is consistent with that of the Rachel E. <span class= "surname">Keese</span> from the Arkansas marriage, and her birthplace (Illinois) is consistent with the Rachel <span class= "surname">Keese</span> from the 1880 census.

Also in this 1910 enumeration is another stepson, 6-year-old John <span class="surname">Harper</span>, which provided us another surname to look out for, in the 1900 census. Sure enough, in the 1900 census, we found John R. <span class="surname">Harper</span>, his wife, Rachel E. <span class="surname">Harper</span>, and their children, Robert V. and Sarah J.11 Despite Sadie showing up here as Sarah, her age is consistent, as are those of Rachel and Robert. Birthplaces of their parents also remain consistent, with Rachel's parents being born in Ohio (as in the 1880 enumeration9), and both Sarah and Robert's mother and father being born in Illinois and Indiana, respectively. We also found the similarity between the names of Sarah J., Rachel's daughter, and the name of Rachel E. <span class="surname">Keese</span>'s mother, Sarah J., to be a very interesting coincidence. And what about the fact that we found Rachel, Robert, and Sarah in Butler Co. at the same time as the woman we suspected to be mother was living in Butler Co. with her grandson, Louis E. <span class="surname">Endicott</span>, in her household?

As further proof that the Rachel E. <span class= "surname">Harper</span> from the 1900 census is the same woman who married Joseph N. <span class="surname">Endicott</span>, we offer a 6 May, 1897, Butler Co., Missouri, divorce judgment against Rachel E. Endicott and for Joseph N. Endicott.17 Close on the heels of this event comes the marriage between John R. <span class="surname">Harper</span> and Rachel E. <span class="surname">Endicott</span>, recorded in Butler Co., Missouri, marriage book F on 23 May, 1897
.14 Their marriage license application15 lists Rachel's age as 36 and John's as 33, which are consistent with John and Rachel's ages in the 1900 census. Both resided in Poplar Bluff.

As a footnote, it should be mentioned that Rachel appears to have had another husband after her marriage to John Thomure.  The 1920 Butler Co., Missouri, census shows Rachel May, age 57 and born in Illinois, as head of a household that includes John R. Harper (son, age 16, born in Missouri), Kate Keese (sister, age 70, born in Ohio), and Sadie Pump (daughter, age 25, born in Missouri).18  Since Rachel had a son named John Harper, a daughter named Sadie, and a sister named Kate Keese (despite an age mismatch from previous enumerations in which she appears), we went looking in the Butler Co. marriage indexes.19  There, we found a 9 October, 1916 marriage between George May and Rachel Thomure.  Although we find no record of a marriage between Sadie/Sarah Endicott and anyone named Pump, her husband may have been Henry Pump, a boarder listed in the Thomure household at the time of the 1910 census enumeration.10
BUT WHAT ABOUT JOSEPH N. ENDICOTT?

Since the more difficult problem seemed to be tracking down Robert V. <span class="surname">Endicott</span>'s mother and establishing a link to the Joseph Endicott/Rachel <span class= "surname">Keese</span> marriage, we really hadn't put much effort into finding out about his father. Working under the cautious assumption that we'd found the right Robert and his mother, we started looking for Joseph N. <span class="surname">Endicott</span>s who were born in Indiana.

As it turns out, there's a lot of them. The one who appears to be a match for the Joseph who married Rachel E. <span class= "surname">Keese</span> is a son of Martin Van <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>, who was born about 1841 in Indiana. In the 1870 and 1880 censuses,12,13 this Joseph N. <span class= "surname">Endicott</span> was born about 1861 in Indiana. In 1870, Martin's wife was Jane; in 1880, she was Sachie.

We've found a number of genealogies posted on the internet that show this Martin to be Martin Van Buren <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>, Jane to be Martha Jane Williams <span class= "surname">Smiley</span>, and Sachie to be Sachonsia <span class= "surname">Porter</span>, Martin's second wife. To name one of these, the pages at http://mcclure.freeservers.com/jnaendi.htm show Martin to be a son of Joseph N. <span class= "surname">Endicott</span> and Elizabeth <span class= "surname">Varner</span> (as in Robert Varner <span class= "surname">Endicott</span>, perhaps?) and list quite a bit of the ancestry back from there. Once we're convinced of Robert V. <span class="surname">Endicott</span>'s connection to this line, we'll be contacting these researchers to see about obtaining their source lists.

1. In the 1900 census, 10-year-old Lucy appears in the household of Benjamin and Lizzie N. Haggard.  Her surname is Mathews, and she listed as Benjamin's step-daughter; however, Lucy's delayed birth certificate names Ben Haggard as her father, not Mathews.  The census shows that Benjamin and Lizzie had been married eight years, which means that Lucy's father, Mathews, was deceased or displaced while Lucy was an infant and that she never knew him.  The fact that she provided Haggard as her surname when she applied for her delayed birth certificate suggests that she may not have known that she was born Mathews, or perhaps that, to her, Ben Haggard was her father in every way, whether he formally adopted her or not.

The clerk at Butler County (Missouri) Circuit Court Division I notes "I searched up to 1905 but could not find a divorce."  Never the less, Rachel Endicott did marry John R. Harper later in 1897, so it is probably safe to proceed under the assumption that the dissolution of the marriage to Joseph Endicott was accomplished in some way.
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
